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BIOGRAPHY OF HILL ORCHARD CEMETERY ASSOCIATION, INC.:

The Hill Orchard Cemetery Association was formed on 30 August 1958 for the purpose of providing perpetual care, maintenance and upkeep of the Hill Orchard Cemetery property located on White Oak Road in the Magnolia area of Houston County, TN.  On 30 March 1968 the Association was incorporated and became Hill Orchard Cemetery Association, Inc.  The cemetery property was originally deeded to D.H. McAskill and C.D. Askew, Trustees of the Hill Orchard Cemetery, by U.S. Tomlinson on 25 November 1907.  On 1 April 1943 the Tennessee Valley Authority (TVA) received permission by the owner of the property surrounding the cemetery to re-interred a number of remains that had been removed from Reynoldsburg Cemetery in Humphreys County, TN. that were to be inundated by the waters of the Tennessee River of Kentucky Lake.  These graves, about 125 in number, are north of the cemetery line.  The removal process was completed 2 April 1943.
The Hill Orchard Cemetery Association, Inc. still exists today.

SCOPE AND CONTENT OF THE COLLECTION

This manuscript collection contains records of the Hill Orchard Cemetery Association, Inc. which include compiled lists of burials, membership mailing lists, association meeting attendance lists, financial donor’s lists, and association meeting minutes, financial records, legal documents and deeds, correspondence, newspaper items and photographs.  The collection of records spans 1958-1996.  The current association members advise that there are no other records that have been produced since that time.  There is no mention of the Reynoldsburg Cemetery re-entered burials in this collection.

ORGANIZATION OF THE COLLECTION

The Hill Orchard Cemetery Association, Inc. collection consists of 10 file folders.  Each folder contains a separate set of records and is labeled accordingly.  Within each folder the documents are arranged in date order starting with 1958 and ending with 1996.
